PHOTOGRAPHY AND RECORDING 

During school events such as assemblies and performances of 
the Infant Nativity and Junior Carol Service and Junior 
Production, parents and carers will not be permitted to take 
photographs, video or record children taking part.  This is to 
protect those children who are not allowed to have their 
images taken and because last year photographs of children 
whose permission was not sought prior to the event, ended up 
on social media networks and I had to have them 
removed.  Don't worry!!!  I don't want to deprive you of 
celebrating these land mark events for your children, so the 
following will take place: 
Children who are not permitted to be captured on film or 
recorded will be escorted out of the hall at the end of the 
performance or assembly and then there will be a short period 
when the rest of the children can be photographed.  Staff will 
also take a wide selection of photographs at dress rehearsals 
and practices which will become available on the web site to be 
downloaded.  The school will however have proprietary rights 
and permission must be sought from us for their use other than 
for family records.  No photographs of children other than 
your own should be posted on any social media site without 
permission from parties with parental rights.  DVDS will also 
be available to buy for both Christmas events and the school 
will contact parents and carers on an individual basis in 
accordance with agreed procedures.
